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 Students will be given the opportunity to join an MS Team live lesson where appropriate with 
their teacher, so that they can participate in lessons happening in school.   

 If it is not possible for students to join an MS Team live event, staff will share a prerecording of 
the live lesson.  

 

 
Scenario 3: Whole year group(s)/whole school required to stay at home 
 Students will follow their normal timetable.  Lessons will be taught live and online by class 

teachers via MS Teams.  This will commence from day 2 of school closure or day 2 of the whole 
year group self-isolating. 

 If the whole year group is at home, lessons will follow timings of the current school day.
